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Summary — Outlook Financial Year 2017 =JEDAG

ESP Market offers opportunities for further growth

The World Economy is projected to grow at a rate of 3.4% in 2017 and 3.6% in 2018.

The world passenger car sales are forecasted to grow by 3% from 82.9 million in 2016
to 85 million in 2017.

The ESP market with a projected CAGR of 6.7% until 2020 remains positive and intact,
although currently affected by price pressure.

Shifting of R&D budgets at OEMs seems to be likely. This development may contain future
opportunities but also risks for the ESP business. EDAG reviews the situation carefully and
might adopt strategy accordingly.

Continued challenging market conditions with high competition, especially in H1, expected. To
counterbalance the impacts, EDAG will increase its BCC-capacities and expand activities in
new fields like e-mobility and active safety.

For the full year 2017, we expect revenues to grow up to 5%
and an adjusted EBIT-margin of approximately 6-8%.
